· Linear, polynomial, rational, radical, exponential, and logarithmic functions and equations

· Trigonometry

Exams and quizzes will give students an opportunity to show their mastery of the subject matter.

Assignments:  Homework will be graded in class and is late if it is not ready to be graded with the class.  Homework will be graded for completion and correctness.  Work must be shown in order to receive credit.  Students are expected to grade all late assignments before turning them in.  Assignments must be done in pencil or they will not be graded.

Participation:  Points will be awarded for various in-class assignments and behavior throughout the year.  If you are absent for lessons, it is your responsibility to get the notes from the class website or from another student.  The assignments missed (the assignment that was due on the day missed and the assignment assigned on the day missed) are due upon return to class.  This also applies to school excused absences!  It is your responsibility to be caught up on content by the time the exam is given, regardless of absences.
Exams:  There will be approximately 3 exams per term, each worth 100 points.  Any students caught cheating or sluffing the day of the test will receive a zero for the test.  Parents and administrators will be contacted for these infractions.  If a student has an excused absence on the day of the test or on the day of the review, the student MUST take that exam the day they return to class, or they will receive a zero for that exam.  If you are absent on the day of the exam, you forfeit the opportunity for any extra credit offered on the exam.  Exams are designed to be finished during class.  Once a student has started the exam, they must finish it during the time allotted or forfeit the points for the incomplete sections.
Extra Credit:  Various random extra credit opportunities will be available to the students.  Extra credit will be added to the student’s assignment score and will not raise their grade more than 3 percentage points.  The student must also have no missing assignments, tests, or quizzes in order to receive extra credit.  Extra credit is a privilege, not a right.  Extra credit will help those students who have been working hard all semester and need a little extra help, and will not help those who have slacked all term.
Late work, Hall Passes, and Absences:
· Upon student request, all work missed due to school excused absences can be turned in for full credit, and is due their first day back in class.
· Absent work, due to sickness, is due the period the student returns to class.
· All other late work will be worth up to 50% of its original value and must be turned in before taking the corresponding chapter’s test.  No late work will be accepted after the chapter test is given.
· Students will be given 2 hall passes per term, which if not used may be turned in for extra credit.

· Students will be held to the school standard for absences and tardies.

Materials: (Bring to class daily)
· Algebra 2, supplied by the school
· Pencil and Paper for homework (loose leaf paper only)
· Two notebooks: one for taking notes, one for advisory time assignments 
· Graphing Calculator
Each student is required to have a graphing calculator for this class.  I recommend a TI-84, however a TI-82 or above would be sufficient.  The school has calculators that may be rented for the year.  The cost is $20 and must be paid at the financial office.  This is on a first come first serve basis!!
Items NOT allowed in the classroom:
· Cell Phones

· Games

· I-pods or any MP3 device

· Homework from other classes

· Anything that will distract students from learning

If any of these items are brought to class, they will be taken from the student.  It is left to my discretion when and how the items will be returned to the students.
